RESPONSIBILITIES:

YTF High School Student representatives are responsible for:
· communicating with other members of the task force on a regular basis
· planning the GW Division 2009 Youth Summit 
· coordinating (with staff partners and regional volunteers) local trainings to ensure effective engagement and skill development for college/high school students
· developing materials and resources for youth
· gathering best practices from division and national resources to share at the field level

· communicating with staff and key volunteers to encourage involvement from high school students, or to develop more all youth events in the areas determined
· receiving approval from Staff Partner

· Participation in designated conference calls which will occur monthly or as needed
