How ACS Fights Back

1. Fight Back through Research

· ACS dedicates more money to cancer research than any other private, not for profit, non-governmental funder of cancer research in the US.  Since the research program began in 1946 we have awarded more than $3.2 Billion. 

· The American Cancer Society allocates more than $100 million dollars per year toward research.

· American Cancer Society research fills a need, reacts quickly to new challenges and responds to the public.

2. Fighting back through education

· In 2007, an estimated 153,760 new cases of colon cancer will be diagnosed in the United States. Of these new cancer cases, 112,340 will be colon cancer and 41,420 will be rectal cancer.

· An estimated 52,180 deaths due to colon cancer are expected to occur in 2007, accounting for about 10 percent of all cancer deaths this year in the United States.
· Colon cancer is the second most common cause of cancer death in both men and in women in the United States.
3. Fighting back through service

· More than 200 cancer information specialists answer cancer-related calls from around the nation at the American Cancer Society’s National Cancer Information Center (NCIC). The center opened in 1997 and has taken more than seven million calls.

· The lights never go out at NCIC. They never close. When someone calls 1-800-ACS-2345, a specialist is always there to help. The American Cancer Society’s Web site is also available 24 hours a day, seven days a week.
