ICEBREAKER – “Just Ask”
4 MINUTES

· Goal:

· To learn that sometimes all you need to do is ask

· Game:

· Have everyone in the room find a partner.

· Tell them that one of the partners is to make a tightly closed fist and hold it out in front of them.

· Then tell the other person to attempt to get the other person’s fist open.

· After 1 minute, ask the partners to switch roles.

· Explanation

· After 2 minutes, everyone is told to sit down

· Ask the participants who were able to get their partner’s fist open how they did it.

· Tell the group that there is an easy way to get what you want.

· Have one facilitator hold out their fist and have the other one say “would you please open your fist?” 

· The other facilitator then opens their fist

· Explain that when it comes to fundraising sometimes the most important thing is to just ask.
