How to insert music into a slideshow

FOR OPENING AND LUNCH SESSIONS

Opening Slide Show

1. There is one song with this show.  
It is from the Hercules Soundtrack, by Roger Bart and is called “Go The Distance.”

2. Obtain the *.mp3 track from any outlet.  Save the song on the computer used and save it in the “Music” or “My Music” root directory on your “C” drive.  If you place the song there, PowerPoint works much better when a song is linked to this directory.  If at any time you move the PowerPoint file to another computer, the song does not move with the PowerPoint file.  PowerPoint only provides a link to the song, therefore the song will have to be move with the PowerPoint file and you will have to follow these instructions.

3. On slide 14 do the following.  In PowerPoint 2007 go to the “Insert” tab.  Go to Media Clips and drop down to “Sound From File.”  Browse to wherever the music is and insert the song on the slide.  Insert the file.

4. A dialogue box will appear.  Click “Automatically.”

5. Highlight the icon that appears and then click on the “Animations” tab.  Then click on “Custom Animation.”

6. In the Custom Animation box click on the song (it will be in last position) and drag it to the top (first) position.

7. On the Effect Tab, in Start Playing click “From beginning, and in the Stop Playing click “After” in have it read “41” slides.  In enhancements, is should read “After Animation”, “Don’t Dim.”

8. On the Tim tab, in Start make it “After Previous” Delay is “0” seconds, Repeat “(none).”

9. On the Sound Settings tab, maximize the sound volume and on Display Options, check “Hide sound icon during slide show.”

10. Click OK. 

11. Save Your File.

12. When the final slide of the show comes up, play a very upbeat song, like “September.”

Lunch Slide Show

1. The Song used for this slide show is by Van Halen “Right Now.”  
The second song is by Technotronic and is “Pump Up The Jam.”

2. Use the same process as listed above for obtaining and saving the songs.

3. The slide show is automatic from slide 1.

4. Insert the “Right Now” on slide 4 (Hope candles).

5. Follow the same process with the Custom Animation portion with the following exceptions.  On Stop Playing click After and insert 99 slides.

6. On the Timing Tab under repeat click “2.”  This will allow the song to play twice.

7. On slide 89 (2010 Photo Contest Top 5) insert “Pump Up The Jam” as described above.  Do not repeat the song and in the Stop Playing click After and insert 12 slides.
