Sample Luminaria Ceremony Script

This is another example of a Luminaria Script you can borrow from for your Ceremony

We have all traveled different roads to gather here tonight.  We all participate in Relay for different reasons.  We all have different stories.  

But tonight, as we view the luminaria and the light they bring to the darkness, we must remember that we all come together to Relay for the same reason—to eradicate a disease.

Our luminaria—a simple bag containing sand and a candle—each one, a symbol of caring.

Each one a powerful reminder of friends and families who have been affected by cancer

Each one celebrating survivorship, or commemorating those we have lost to cancer.

Each one a symbol of a beautiful, vibrant soul, reaching out to remind us that there is a cure…

Tonight we honor the health care professionals.  The professionals who on a daily basis witness the effects of cancer on patients and work so diligently to heal, to comfort and to nurture our loved ones.

You make a tremendous difference to patients and their families.

Tonight we recognize the caregivers.  The people who have lifted up those who are dealing with cancer by providing:

A warm meal,

A listening ear,

A good laugh,

A reassuring hug,

A ride to treatment,
