ICEBREAKER – “Looking for Clues”

Objective: To identify the skills and tools that make a team captain successful.

Instructions: Break the room into four to six groups. Send them to prepared flip charts around the room.

The chairs should read Clue #1 Skills and Tools of a Good Detective. The other half/column of the flip

chart should say skills and Tools of a Successful Team Captain. Ask the groups to brainstorm in the first

column and give them three minutes. Then do the same for the second column.

Debrief the icebreaker:

Say: Ask each group to give one skill or tool of a successful team captain. Say to them that it really is just

uncovering the clues and sharing that information with all team captains. But being successful just doesn’t

happen; you need to learn the skills necessary.
