Then we spent some time learning about and practicing mock fundraising.  We learned that the most important step in fundraising is overcoming our fear, and helping our teammates do the same so that we can all have FUN together raising money to fight cancer and take our teams from good to GREAT!

That’s right.  The best teams mix all three types of fundraising to raise more than $100 per team member.  Keep in mind that Online fundraising is an important part of Individual Fundraising campaigns.  And remember that Event Fundraising is another type of fundraising (like luminarias, sponsorship, and other fundraisers at the Relay) that are fundraisers organized by the committee and are not examples of team fundraising.

And we spent the last part of the afternoon remembering why our fundraising efforts are so critical and learning about how the Society is fighting cancer.  Who can name one of the four pillars of the Society’s mission and give one example of something the Society is doing to fight cancer in that area?
