Service and Social Organizations
Benefits of RFL and Service/Social Organization Partnership

· One in three people will be diagnosed with cancer during their lifetime. The money raised at Relay saves lives by funding cutting-edge cancer research, early detection and prevention education, advocacy efforts, and life-affirming patient services. 

· Service and social organizations can offer the Relay For Life event as a way to get involved in their local community and give back.

· Cancer education to their members is a great way to teach community members about the programs and services that they and the people they know can benefit from

· Their members are already involved in the local community and be serve as a resource to a Relay event.
· By participating in a team at Relay, the organization can show the community their presence and their commitment to fighting cancer and being active at the local level.

Preferred Initial Contact

1.  Start Internal
Utilize current volunteers that have current relationships with clubs and organizations (ie current club/organization members)
· Ask your Committee what organizations they are currently involved 
in and if they can set up a Relay presentation at their meeting.

· Ask your teams what organizations they are currently involved in 
and if they can set up a Relay presentation at their meeting.

·      At your summer or fall survivor activities 
·      Ask members of the community that are part of the organization to     

       assist you in approaching these organizations.  If a local city official   

       is a Relay supporter and you know they are a member of the local 
       Rotary – ask them to get Relay on their next agenda.

2. National Relationships
Currently there are 6 National service organizations that are affiliated with Relay For Life.  At a National level, they have chosen Relay For Life as their signature activity.  This does not mean all chapters will participate in their local Relay event, but a relationship at the National level already exists and gives you a warm lead.

· Find out where your local chapter is located and introduce yourself to them.  Ask if your committee can come and present to them on Relay For Life and get the involved.  

· They could get involved as Committee members and teams!  

· Ask if Relay could be involved in their local chapter communications to their members.

3. Ways to Get Other Organizations Involved
If there is not an established relationship with a club/organization, remember that these social and service organizations are always looking for ways to get involved in their community and Relay For Life is a perfect fit.
· Research your local chapter President or Community Representative and try and set a meeting with them to talk about Relay.
· Ask if Relay can be part of their next meeting agenda.
· Ask if you can arrange a local survivor to come and talk to them about the programs and services the American Cancer provides to the local community.

· Ask if a local doctor can come and speak to their membership about the advances in cancer research.

· Ask if you can provide survivor registration form for their membership newsletter.
· Remember to emphasize that Relay gives their club visibility in the community…these organizations are always looking for new members.  Relay is not only a way to do meaningful community service, but it is also a great opportunity to network with new people in the community and keep an eye out for new club members during the Relay and pre-Relay meetings too!
