What is the purpose of the bulletins?

How should the bulletins be used?

The bulletins are split into an easy-to-use month-by-month format. Each month is a collection of related cancer facts. All you have to do is remember to hang them up or use them at the beginning of each month. 

Where should the bulletins be used?

BE CREATIVE-think of ways to present the facts that will attract people’s attention.
A few ideas to get you started:
· Hang flyers around school bathrooms, classrooms, cafeterias, and hallways

· Create huge wall posters with one disturbing and one interesting fact 

· Announce facts over a loud speaker

· Set up a booth with free food and display the facts

· Present the facts at monthly Relay/CAC meetings

· Write them in sidewalk chalk around the school

· Use them in a quiz game show with prizes

· Put them into a monthly bulletin

· Connect the facts to pieces of candy that are thrown out at sports events
